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New Zealand has experienced significant growth of battery electric vehicles (BEVs) and plug-in hybrid
vehicles (PHEVSs) in the brand-new passenger car market since the introduction of rebates in July 2021

and imposition of charges on high emission vehicles in April 2022. Percentages on the graph above show
the combined marketshare of BEVs and PHEVs in the brand new passenger car market. Used imports,
commercial vehicles (utes and vans), motorcycles, and heavy vehicles (trucks and buses) are not shown

Several individual markets in Europe have much higher
rates of uptake than are shown by this graph; for example Norway achieved 88% in 2022, almost all of which
are BEVs.
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
